Random Moment Time Studies – Tips for Personal Care Providers
When chosen, you will receive a notification that you have been randomly selected to complete a web-based time study moment for the Michigan School Based Services Program.  Your notification will come via email. The time study gathers information on the activities that school staff are performing for special education students and classifies these activities based on whether they are educational or related to the delivery of personal care services that could be federally matched by Medicaid.
As a significant amount of the SBS Medicaid claim is based on the results of the time studies, it is very important that the person who reviews and assigns a code to your answers understands your activity.  Please follow these important guidelines:   •Use Detail     •Be very specific     •Use medical terms to describe activities which are health related in nature

Question 3- Why were you doing this activity

	Student requires tube feeding 2 times per day.  Assistance is given for feeding as student is severely impaired and cannot do this on her own

	
	

	Part of classroom schedule
	Because of the student’s disability, respiratory assistance is given at scheduled times throughout the day

	
	

	The student indicated they needed to use the bathroom
	Student needs assistance with toileting and other personal care services due to her impairment.  Student needs assistance with almost all basic functions


Question 4- Does the student have an IEP in place for the services you are performing?

Your answer will be yes. This question is very important since without an indication of an IEP/IFSP in place, the service will not be counted for Medicaid purposes.
