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Monroe County Middle College is an innovative public school partnership between Monroe County ISD, Monroe County Community College, Promedica Monroe Regional Hospital, multiple local businesses and all nine local school districts in Monroe County.  MCMC students attend Middle College classes on the main campus of Monroe County Community College and are engaged in a rigorous college-preparatory experience.

One major goal of MCMC is to increase access to post secondary opportunities, blurring the line between high school and college while recognizing that a post-secondary education is crucial for a person’s independence.  As a result, the utilization of dual enrollment at MCCC is an integral part of the school.  Students have the opportunity, after five years, to graduate with a high school diploma, up to 60 transferable college credits or an associate’s degree.  This is provided at no out of pocket cost to the student or family.
With an emphasis on health sciences or STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Math) our students are afforded the opportunity to experience a 21st century education through innovative educational and professional experiences.  The focus on health sciences or STEM ensures our students an opportunity for a good paying, stable job upon graduation or to be prepared to continue their education at a four year university.
