REASON FOR REFERRAL:

Behavior Evaluation Scale

The Behavior Evaluation Scale-3 (BES-3) assesses for the presence of symptoms in five different areas that may indicate an emotional impairment:  learning problems, interpersonal difficulties, inappropriate types of feelings or behaviors under normal circumstances and the tendency to develop physical symptoms/fears.  The breakdown of {NAME}’s scores is as follows:

Conner’s Rating Scale

The Conner’s Rating Scale is an instrument that evaluates the behavior of children from 3-17 years of age.  The instrument contains subscales that help assess a student in such areas as ADHD, cognitive/learning problems, emotional/behavioral problems, anxiety, or anger control difficulties.  When interpreting results, “T scores” need to be elevated, across multiple subscales and by multiple raters to be considered indicative of a significant problem.  “T scores” of 61 through 65 are within the mild range.  “T scores” of 66 through 70 are within the moderate range and “T scores” above 70 are within the significant range.

     {NAME} received the following scores on the Teacher Rating Scale.  Oppositional (T= ).  Students who score high on this scale are likely to have problems with authority, break rules, and be more easily annoyed than their same age peers. 
Cognitive Problems/Inattention (T= ). This scale reflects students who learn more slowly than their peers, have poor organizational skills, have difficulty completing school work, or have trouble concentrating or sustaining mental effort. 

Hyperactivity (T= ) measures difficulty with sitting still, displaying restless behavior, or acting impulsively.

Anxious/Shy (T= ) measures behaviors such as worrying, being fearful, being overly emotional and sensitive, or being shy and withdrawn.

Perfectionism (T= ) measures students who set high goals, or are overly particular or obsessive about their work.  

Social Problems (T= ) measures students who have few friends, low self-esteem, lack of self-confidence, or who are socially isolated.  
The ADHD Index (T= ) indicates students who are at “high risk” for having an Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder.

The Global Index Restless/Impulsive (T= ) indicates impulsivity, restlessness, and inattentive behavior.  

The Global Index Emotional Liability (T= ) measures students who are more prone to emotional responses (e.g. crying, anger, anxiousness) than their peers.  

The Global Index Total (T= ) measures problematic behavior and broader difficulties as well as the possibility of ADHD.  

DSM-IV Inattentive Scale (T= ) indicates students who exhibit behaviors corresponding to the DSM-IV criteria for inattentive type of an ADHD.  

DSM-IV Hyperactive/Impulsive (T= ) indicates students who correspond to the criteria of hyperactive-impulsive ADHD.

The DSM-IV Total Scale (T= ) indicates students who have above average symptoms indicative of hyperactive and inattentive ADHD.

Social Skills Rating System

The Social Skills Rating System (SSRS) provides a broad, multi-rater assessment of student social behaviors that can affect teacher-student relations, peer acceptance and academic performance.  SSRS documents the perceived frequency and importance of behaviors influencing the student’s development of social competence and adaptive functioning at school and at home.

The Standard Score Summary includes the scores of the subscales.  Cooperation subscale includes behaviors such as helping others, sharing materials and complying with rules and directions.  The Assertion subscale includes initiating behaviors such as asking others for information, introducing oneself and responding to the actions of others.  The Responsibility subscale includes behaviors that demonstrate ability to communicate with adults and regard for property or work.  The Empathy subscale includes behaviors that show concern and respect for others’ feelings and viewpoints.  The Self-Control subscale includes behaviors that emerge in conflict situations, such as responding appropriately to teasing, and in non-conflict situations that require taking turns and compromising.

Children’s Depression Inventory

The Children’s Depression Inventory (CDI) measures symptoms of depression.  While a student who is suffering from depression may be eligible for services as emotionally impaired, that child may need more help than can be given within a school setting.  Since disturbing behaviors are among the common symptoms of depression in children, the CDI is usually administered as part of the social work evaluation.  The results of the CDI would be used only in conjunction with other clinical data about a child in determining the diagnosis.  The scores in the table below are listed in their raw form and as T-scores.  The T-score is given as a tool for comparison between {NAME} and a normative sample of children not specifically identified as having a diagnosable depression.  A score of 45 to 55 is average.  Higher scores suggest a problem, while lower scores indicate an absence of a problem.

Adolescent Anger Rating Scale

The Adolescent Anger Rating Scale assesses the intensity and frequency of anger expression in adolescents, ages 11-19 years.  Elevated scores can help to identify adolescents who are at risk for diagnoses of Conduct Disorder, Oppositional Deficit Disorder, or Attention-Deficit/Hyperactivity Disorder.

Piers-Harris Children’s Self-Concept Scale

The Piers-Harris Children’s Self-Concept Scale is an 80-item, self-report scale, which looks at how the child is feeling about themselves.  T-scores are Standard Scores with a mean of 50 and a standard deviation of 10.  A T-score below 40 on any scale falls at least 1 standard deviation below the mean, and a score above 60 T falls at least 1 standard deviation above the mean.

The Behavior and Emotional Rating Scale – Results:

The Behavior and Emotional Rating Scale (BERS-2) measures positive emotions and behaviors, and also strengths and competencies of a student.  Low scores indicate minimal strengths while high scores indicate many strengths.  The “Strength Quotient” is the most useful score because it provides an overall rating of emotional/behavioral strengths.  Scores of 89 or lower are in the “below average” range, while scores of 90 – 110 are “average” and indicate sufficient strengths.  Scores higher than 110 are in the “above average” range and indicate multiple strengths.  {NAME}’s score on the “Strength Quotient” was {SCORE} which is within the {RANGE} range.

The BERS also assesses five dimensions of a student’s strengths.  Standard scores of 5 or lower are “significantly below average,” while standard scores of 6 or 7 are “below average.”  Scores of 8 through 12 are in the “average” range and standard scores of 13 or higher are considered to be “above average.”  Interpersonal Strength (IS) measures the ability to control emotions and behavior in social situations.  {NAME}’s score was a {SCORE} which is within the {RANGE} range.  Family Involvement (FI) assesses participation in family activities and relationships with family members.  {NAME}’s score was a {SCORE} which is within the {RANGE} range.  Intrapersonal Strength (IaS) provides an overview of competencies and accomplishments in a broad sense.  {NAME}’s score was       which is within the {RANGE} range.  School Functioning (SF) measures competence in school and with classroom tasks.  {NAME}’s score was a {SCORE} which is within the {RANGE} range.  Affective Strength (AF) assesses the ability to accept affection from others and to express feelings toward others.  {NAME}’s score was a       which is within the {RANGE} range.
