USER AGREEMENT FOR
ELECTRONIC INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES


We are pleased to offer members of the Monroe County Intermediate School District learning community access to electronic information technologies including computer networks for electronic mail and the Internet.  To gain access to technology, e.g., e-mail and the Information Superhighway, all members must complete the attached form and return it to their supervisor.  Members under the age of 18 must also obtain written parental permission.


Access to electronic information technologies will enable members to explore thousands of libraries, databases and bulletin boards while exchanging messages with other network users throughout the world.  Members should be warned that some material accessible via the Internet and other networks may contain items that are illegal, defamatory, inaccurate or potentially offensive to some people.  While our intent is to make access available to further educational goals and objectives, members may find ways to access unacceptable materials as well.  We believe that the benefits to members from access to the Information Superhighway in the form of information resources and opportunities for collaboration exceed any disadvantages.  Thus, the Monroe County Intermediate School District cannot guarantee data security, integrity or accuracy.

GUIDELINES:


The Monroe County Intermediate School District’s telecommunications network is intended for legitimate school business and educational purposes only.  As a monitored telecommunications network, no expressed or implied guarantee is made regarding the privacy of electronic mail (E-mail) or any other telecommunications transmitted or received over this network.


The network is provided for members to conduct research and communicate with others regarding legitimate school business and educational purposes only.   Access to network services is given to members who agree to act in a considerate and responsible manner.  Access is a privilege – not a right.


Members are responsible for appropriate behavior on school computers and networks just as they are in a classroom or on school property.  Communications on the network are often public in nature.  General school rules for behavior apply.


Users of the district computers and networks are responsible for their behavior and communications over those technologies.  It is presumed that members will comply with district standards and will honor the agreements they have signed.  The 
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Monroe County Intermediate School District may not be able to restrict, monitor or control the communications of individuals utilizing the networks.


School administrators or their designate may review files and electronic communications to maintain system integrity and insure that members are using the system responsibly.  Members should not expect that files stored on district servers will always be private.  


As outlined in Board policy and procedures on staff privileges and responsibilities, copies of which are available in district offices, the following are not permitted:

· Sending or displaying indecent, pornographic and/or offensive messages or pictures

· Using obscene language

· Harassing, insulting or attacking others

· Damaging computers, computer systems or computer networks or other technologies

· Violating copyright, trademark or licensing agreement laws

· Using another’s password

· Trespassing in another’s folders, work, mail or files

· Intentionally wasting limited resources

· Employing the network for commercial, private, or  personal  purposes or political lobbying
· Any other actions deemed inappropriate by the administration


Violations may result in a loss of access as well as other disciplinary or legal action.

As a user of Monroe County Intermediate School District’s Electronic Information Technologies, I hereby AGREE to comply with the stated guidelines – communicating over networks in a responsible fashion while honoring all relevant laws and restrictions.  I am aware that the Monroe County Intermediate School District reserves and will exercise the right to review, audit, intercept, access and disclose all matters on the Monroe County Intermediate School District’s e-mail systems at any time, with or without notice, and that such access may occur during or after the regular school day.
