	Operational Procedures – Cynthia Departing

A. Officers: 

1. The Parent Advisory Committee officers shall consist of a Chairperson and a Vice-Chairperson elected by a majority of the PAC members attending the first meeting of the school year. Elections shall be by written ballot or show of hands of the voting members. 2. Duties of the officers: 

a. The Chairperson shall develop an agenda for the meetings, call meetings, preside at these meetings, and approve adhoc meetings as deemed appropriate and necessary. c. The Vice-Chairperson shall preside over meetings when the Chairperson is absent or fill the vacancy of the Chair. 

d. Secretarial duties will be provided by the Monroe County Intermediate School District. 3. Terms of office: By-Laws 

a. Each officer shall be elected to serve for the current school year. 

b. Terms will run from September 1 to August 31.
